The Cost of Cultivation Scheme (CCS) for Gujarat, Agro-Economic Research Centre of Sardar Patel
University had organized three days Training Workshop on "Field Data Collection and Data
Imputing in New Record Types (RTs) FARMAP 2.0 computer Software", for the technical/field staff
of CCS at the Centre from June 29, 2016 to July 2, 2016. The Cost of Cultivation Scheme at AERC
collects data on the cost o production of various crops from the farmers of different parts of Gujarat.
This data is used by the Directorate and Economics and statistics, Ministry of Agriculture and
Farmer Welfare, Government of India for the recommendation of Minimum Support Prices (MSP)
of selected agricultural commodities.

Dr. K. B. Kathiria, Director of Research & Dean PG Studies, Anand Agricultural University, Anand
inaugurated the workshop cum training programme. Dr. 8.S. Kalmkar, Hon. Director of CCS
highlighted the nature of work undertaken and gray areas where focus should be given. Dr. S. R.

Total 76 staff members of CCS have attended/participated
in workshop. The training was provided to CCS staff on field data collection, data imputing in new
Record Types (RTs) as well as on FARMAP 2.0 computer software.

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Vasudev

Museum of Sardar Patel University had organized an exhibition titled “Vasudev” (from 20" to 24"
August 2016) to showcase Krishna Bronzes which are from the Dr. N. A. Thoothi's valuable collection of
bronze sculptures preserved in the Museum's reserve store. Various forms of Krishna were displayed in
the exhibition i.e. Balgopal, Laddugopal, Nrutyagopal, Venugopal, Govardhandhari etc. This exhibition
was organized as a part of celebrating Janmashtami festival. Its major aim was to focus on iconographic
variations observed in the forms of Lord Vasudev-Krishna, The theme of Vasudev as a god of
Vaishnavism is better explained in our ancient scriptures and literature.

Vasudevand Vaishnavism

Vaishnavism is a tradition of Hinduism. It is distinguished from other schools by its worship of Vishnu
and his associated incarnations, principally Rama and Krishna. In Vaishnavism devotees worship Vishnu
as Narayana and Vasudeva also. Its beliefs and practices of Bhakti and Bhakti Yoga, are largely based on
the Upanishads, associated with the Puranic texts such as the Bhagavat Gita and Bhagavata Purana. The
followers of Vaishnavism are referred to as Vaishnavites.

Vishnu had a minor position in the Vedic time. Pre-Vedic bhakti plays an important role and the worship
of the Vrshni hero Vasudeva was the earliest element of Vaishnavism, This earliest phase was established
at the time of Panini. In c. 4" Century B.C. Panini explained the word Vasudevaka as a Bhakta (devotee) of
Vasudeva in his work called Ashtadhyayi. As a sect, Vaishnavism emerged at the end of Vedic period in
the c. 7" to 4" Century B.C. This was followed by a merger with the cult of Gopala-Krishna of the cowherd
community of the Abhiras at c. 4™ Century A.D. Most of the Gupta period kings were devotees of Vishnu,
beginning with Chandragupta-1l Vikramaditya were known as Parama Bhagavatas or Bhagavata
Vaishnavas. During the Gupta age, most of the Vaishnava Puranas and the Tantric Vaishnava samhitas
were written.

After the Gupta age, Krishnaism rose to a major current of Vaishnavism. And Vaishnavism developed
into various sects and subsects, most of them emphasizing bhak#i. Vaishnavism in the . 8" Century A.D.
came into contact with the Advaita doctrine of Adi Shankara. Many of the early Vaishnava scholars such
as Nathamuni, Yamunacharya and Ramanuja, contested the Advaita Vedanta doctrines. The Bhakti
movement of late medieval Hinduism started in the c. 7* Century A.D., but rapidly expanded after the c.
12" Century A.D, It was supported by the Puranic literature such as Bhagavata Purana, poetic works, as
well as many scholarly Bhasyas and Sambhitas. This period saw growth of Vashnavism under the influence
of scholars such as Ramanujacharya, Madhvacharya, Nimbarkacharya and Vallabhacharya. Bhakti poets
or teachers such as Namdev, Ramananda, Surdas, Tulsidas, Eknath, Tyagaraja and many others
influenced the expansion of Vaishnavism.

The principal belief of Vishnu-centered sects is the identification of Narayana as the one supreme God.
This belief contrasts with the Krishna-centered traditions, such as Vallabha, Nimbaraka and Gaudiya, in
which Krishna is considered to be the one and only Supreme God and the source of all incarnations.
Vaishnavites consider Shiva, one of the Hindu Trinity as subservient to Vishnu. Vaishnava theology
includes the central beliefs of Hinduism such as monotheism, reincarnation, samsara, karma, and the
various Yoga systems. But with a particular emphasis on devotion to Vishnu through the process of
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Bhakti yoga, often including singing Vishnu's hymn, meditating upon his form and performing deity

worship. Vaishnava devotees consider that Vishnu is within them, as the Antaryami. The goal is liberation

(moksha), or union with the Supreme Brahman, an eternal life of bliss (enanda) in service to Vishnu,

being in the spiritual realm of ‘Vaikuntha', which lies beyond the temporary world of illusion (maya).

Vedas, Upanishads, Bhagavat Gita and Agamas are the scriptural sources of Vaishnavism, while the

Bhagavata Puranaisarevered and celebrated popular text. Other important texts in the tradition include

Ramayana and Mahabharata. In many Vaishnava traditions, Krishna is accepted as a teacher, whose

teachings are in Bhagavad Gita and Bhagavata Purana.

10 Incarnations of Vishnu

Vaishnavism is centered on the devotion of Vishnuand his 10 incarnations.

1. Matsya, the fish, from the Satya Yuga. Vishnu took the form of a fish to save sage Manu from the
deluge, after which he took his huge boat to the new world along with one of every species of plant
and animal. And he recreated the world once again.

2. Kurma, the tortoise, from the Satya Yuga. Devas and Asuras were churning the ocean of milk in
order to get Amrita. The mount Mandara as a churning staff, started to sink and Vishnu took the
form of a giant tortoise to bear the weight of the mountain.

3. Varaha, the boar, from the Satya Yuga. He appeared to defeat Hiranyaksha, a demon who had taken
the Earth and carried it to the bottom of the cosmic ocean. Vishnu-Varaha carried the Earth out of
the ocean between his tusks.

4, Narasimha, the half-man/half-lion, from the Satya Yuga. The demon Hiranyakashipu was misusing
a boon of Brahma. Vishnu took an anthropomorphic incarnation, with the body of a man and head
and claws of alion to kill the demon and restored peace.

5. Vamana, a dwarf, from the Treta Yuga. King Bali defeated Indra and conquered the three worlds.
Vishnu took form of Vamana and asked for three paces of land. Then he turned to a giant, stepped
over heaven and netherworld within two strides. King Bali in deference, offered his head as the third
place for Vamana to place his foot.

6. Parashurama, warrior with the axe, from the Treta Yuga. He received an axe after a penance to Shiva.
He is the first Brahmin-Kshatriya in Hinduism. Parashurama took a vow to kill every Kshatriya on
earth.

7. Rama, the prince and king of Ayodhya, from the Treta Yuga. He is thought of as the ideal heroic man.
His story is recounted in one of the most widely read scriptures of Hinduism, the Ramayana.

8. Krishna was the eighth son of Devaki and Vasudev, from the Dwapara Yuga. He is frequently
worshiped deity in Hinduism. He is mostly associated with epic Mahabharata and Bhagvat Gita.

9. Buddha: Gautama Buddha, the founder of Buddhism, from the Kali Yuga, is generally included asan
avatar of Vishnu in Hinduism who preached the path of non-violence.

10. Kalki means "Eternity”, or "Rider on White Horse", or "Destroyer of Filth", will be the final
incarnation of Vishnu, foretold to appear at the end of Kali Yuga, our present epoch.
