Sworn in as the first woman Chief Minister of
Gujarat on 22 May, 2014, and the Chief Guest
of this Annual Convocation Ceremony, Smt.

She was one of the
only three girl students in N. M. High School
where she had distinguished herself as an
athlete by becoming the district level
champion for three consecutive years. She was
also awarded 'Veerbala’ award. She did her B.
Sc. from M. G. Panchal Science College, Pilvai
in 1960, where she was the only female student
in the entire college. After graduation, she
joined, as her first job, 'Mahila Vikas Gruh' at
Visnagar for the upliftment of women and
taught vocational courses to widows. She got
her Master of Science after moving to
Ahmedabad, after which she joined Mohiniba
Vidyalaya in 1970 as a teacher of Science and
Mathematics in Higher Secondary stream and
later became principal of the same school. In
due recognition of her contribution as a
teacher to the field of education, she has been




Delhi University Students Union (DUSU). He
was selected as the All India President of Akhil
Bhartiya Vidyarthi Parishad (ABVP) for three
consecutive terms.

Shri Kohli continued with his spirit of
activism even during his academic career as a
teacher. He held the prestigious position of the
President of Delhi University's Teachers
Association (DUTA) from 1973 to 1979. He
was also elected as the Member of Academic
and Executive Councils of University of Delhi.
He had also been the President of National
Democratic Front (NDTF), a nationalist
organisation of university teachers.

Apart from being a student-teacher
activist, Shri Kohli has also been continually
associated with the sphere of political activism.
He was arrested for the period of 19 months
under the Maintenance of Internal Security
Act (MISA) during the National Emergency
and was lodged in Delhi, Agra and Varanasi
jails.

Shri Kohli entered into active politics
when he was elected as the Member of Rajya
Sabha for the period of 1994-2000. He has also
been the Chairman of Housing Committee,
Rajya Sabha. Apart from this, he has also
served as the Member of various Standing
Committees such as Finance and Urban &
Rural Development. He was also the Member
of the Consultative Committee for the
Ministry of Surface Transport.

The various prestigious organisational
positions held by Shri Kohli include the
President of Delhi State BJP, twice, during
1991-95 and 2009-10, National Secretary of
BJP, the Prabhari (In-charge) of states like

Cost of Cultivation Scheme for Gujarat: Agro-Economic Research Centre of Sardar Patel
University, Vallabh Vidyanagar has organized a Two-day National Workshop on
Comprehensive Scheme for Studying the Cost of Cultivation of Principal Crops in India on
August 21 and 22, 2014.

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Continuing the mission of the "Resurgence of Rural India" by taking education and the
applications of studies and research in various disciplines of knowledge to the doorsteps of rural
areas, and prepare the citizens and leaders of new free nation as envisioned by Sardar
Vallabhbhai Patel, the University undertook a pilot project of SARDAR PATEL UNIVERSITY
COMMUNITY OUTREACH AND EXTENSION PROGRAMME.

The project, unique of its kind, was taken up by the office of the Vice-Chancellor, Prof. Harish
Padh. The coordinating support was provided by Dr. Vibha Vaishnav, P.G. Dept. of Electronics,
Dr. Swati Sathaye, Dept. of Dentistry, P S Medical College, and Dr. Shyamsundar Raithatha,
Dept. of PSM, P S Medical College, Karamsad.

The pilot project consisted of various sub-projects as follows:

1. "Explore the "Sardar" Within" - A Novel Three-tier Leadership Training Initiative
Through Volunteering wherein the teen mentors, a select group of students of 8th and 9th
standards from 5 different schools (Anandalaya, Kendriya Vidyalaya, Shristi English Medium
School, Angel's School and Sri Sri Ravishankar Vidya Mandir) volunteered themselves to teach
various subjects like English, Hindi, Computer and Crafts for 2 hours per week to the
Underprivileged Children, the meeting to whom was facilitated by a Local NGO, "Patriot
Gujarat, a Global Pride", Kailash Farm Nursery, Anand with the help of Dr. Kamlesh Shah
(Associate Professor, V H Dave Homeopathic College, Anand), running under the Value-Based
Education Principle of Swami Vivekananda. In order to impart Leadership Training through
Volunteering, about 15 PG/UG students of the University were identified who worked as Level
2 mentors studying and demonstrating on various leadership qualities of Sardar Vallabhbhai
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Patel and training the Teen mentors every week. The Level-2 mentors were trained by the

Coordinators and also various eminent scholars in separate sessions organized from time to
time. The activities carried out under this sub project were (i) educating and generating
wareness about the health and hygiene practices and sanitation sense for the children,

(ii) Creative craft by utilizing waste material and making useful items like small baskets/pen
stand etc., (iii) a workshop on "Tod- Fod- Jod" for developing confidence by handling various
gadgets and an understanding about the involved Scientific Principles organized in association
‘with the "Sardar Patel University Community Science Centre", (iv) a workshop on "win win
teen" organized under the joint auspices of the Children's University for the level 1 mentors for

imparting leadership training, (v) talk and presentation on Mathematics in day to day life,
(vi) presentation of ideas to develop 'Community Science Park' was also arranged for the level 1

‘mentors, and (vii) Display of posters prepared by level 1 mentors on (a) Science in day to day life

‘and (b) Indian Contribution to Science.

2. e-waste Management: e-waste management is a major problem in the modern computerized
world. The University Computer Centre got re-assembled 18 computers from the lot of
condemned computers in the junk of e- waste, and provided them for the purpose of education
toan NGO.

3. "Bolatun Pustak" (Audio Book) for the Blind People's Association, Ahmedabad: Shri
Dhruvbhai Bhatt's "Tattvamasi', a well-known Gujarati Novel-cum-Life enriching and guiding
story depicting the life on the banks of river Narmada, and a recipient of 'Kendriya Sahitya
Academy Award' was selected for the purpose. The Book was prepared utilizing honorary
services from a professional announcer and reader Mrs. Meghana Joshi and was recorded,
edited and prepared at the University's Community Radio Station.
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4. Fitness for the Princess: As a broader initiative aiming at developing physical fitness among
school going teen aged girls of Vallabh Vidyanagar and Anand, this project was taken under the
joint auspices of the KM Patel Inst. of Physiotherapy, Karamsad. Dr. R.Harihara Prakash, the
Principal, worked as one of the coordinators. 103 participants in the age group of 11 to 13 years
were selected from Anandalaya School, Shri Shri Ravishankar Vidya Mandir, St. Mary's School,
GJ Sharda School and recruited for the study. Due consents and screening formalities were
genuinely taken up before recruitment in the study. Outcome measures included Rockport one
mile walk test and Vo2 max. Physical Activity Questionnaire for Adolescents was administered
to know the baseline physical activity level of participants. Participants were assessed prior to
intervention. Structured exercise program was administered for a total of one month. The tailor
made intervention program including walking program, jogging, skipping, DBE and
suryanamaskar was executed by physical training teachers at the school on the zero hour.
Participants were asked to play any outdoor sports of their choice for a minimum of 30 minutes.
Checklist for the exercise program for each student was maintained to check the adherence.

Participants were re-assessed after the completion of intervention. Significant improvement
was shown in terms of Vo2max and duration taken to complete Rockport one mile walk test.
(Paired 't' test used) Hence with these, it was concluded that structured exercise program should
be a part of every school curriculum to gain benefits of physical activity and increase the
chances of healthyliving.

The University thus opened gates to children, Youth Brigade, Underprivileged or disabled
portion of society. In true sense it is working for the betterment of the community by instilling a
culture of service through education and preparing the leaders of tomorrow from the

youngsters, "the Demographic Dividend" of the country.
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A Two-Day Workshop on

“NAAC Awareness for the Non-Accredited Colleges/Institutions
Affiliated to Sardar Patel University”

Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC), Sardar Patel University in collaboration with National
Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC), Bengaluru organized a Two-Day Workshop on
“NAAC Awareness for the Non-Accredited Colleges/Institutions Affiliated to Sardar Patel
University” during 9-10 December 2014. The Workshop is a part of the series of the Workshops
funded by NAAC, Bengaluru, across the country. Two representatives, the principal and one
representative from each non-accredited colleges participated in the Workshop. The Heads of the
University postgraduate departments (or their representatives) were also invited to participate.
These together with the officials of the university constituted the assembly of 89 participants.
Principal Dr Vishnu Magare, Member, Executive Council, NAAC was deputed by NAAC. Prof. Dr
J. H. Khan, Coordinator, IQAC, SPU has welcomed and introduced the dignitaries. Prof. Dr N. V.
Sastry, one of the convenors gave the background and brief about the work shop. Professor
Magare, delivered a Keynote Address emphasising that the accreditation process of NAAC is not
an inspection but introspection. He also pointed out the difference between primary and higher
education, that is, the primary education literates the person but the higher education makes the
person wise. He has emphasized the challenges in undertaking the accreditation of higher
education institutions in the country as they are as vast and diverse as our Country itself. He delved
in details the benefits of an accreditation process.

Honourable Vice Chancellor, Sardar Patel University, Professor (Dr) Harish Padh draw the
attention of the audience between the scenario of education 25 years ago and now. The process of
assessment has become inevitable over this period because of the exponential growth of the higher
education institutes.

The two technical sessions, one on each day, included the expert lectures by Prof (Dr) Narendra
