The choice of great books must under all circumstances be an
individual one. In short, you must choose for yourself according to the light
that is in you. Very few persons are so many-sided as to feel inclined to give
their best attention o many different kinds of literaturce. In the average of
cases it is better for many to confine himself to a small ¢lass of subjects- the
subjects best according to his natural powers and inclinations, the subjects
that please him. And no man can decide for us, without know:ng our
personal character and disposition perfectly well and being in sympathy
with it, where our powers lie. But one thing is easy to do- that is, to decide,
first, what subject in literature has already given you pleasure, to decide,
secondly, what is the best that has been written upon that subject, and then
to study the best to the exclusion of ephemeral and trifling books., which
profess to deal with the same theme, but which have not yet obtained the
approbation of great critics or of a great public opinion,

These books which have obtained both are not so many in number.
Each great civilization has produced only two or three of the first rank.
The sacred books embodying the teaching of all great religions necessarily
take place in the first rank, even as literary productions; for they have
been polished and repolished, and have been given the highest possible
literary perfection of which the language in which they are written is
capable of. The great epic poems which express the ideals of races also
deserve a first place. :

OR

The less you possess, the less you want, the better you are. And better
for what? Not for enjoyment of this life, but for enjoyment of personal
service to your fellow-beings.; service to which you dedicate yourselves,
body, soul and mind...even the body is not yours. It has been given to you
as a temporary possession, and it can also be taken from you by Him who
has given it to you.

Therefore, having the absolute conviction in me, such must be my

. constant desire that this body also may be surrendered at the will of God,
and while it is at my disposal, must be used not for dissipation, not for self-
indulgence, not for pleasure, but merely for service and service the whole
of your waking hours. And if this is true with reference to the body, how
much more with reference to clothing and other things that we use? Those
who have followed out this vow of voluntary poverty to the fullest possible
extent(to reach absolute perfection is an impossibility, but the fullest
possible extent for a human being) testify that when yon dispossess yourself
of everything you have, you really possess all the treasures of the world. In
other words, you really get all that is in reality necessary for you. If food is
necessary, food will come to you. I want you to come with me a step further
and believe with me that those who voluntarily give up everything on
earth, including body, are never in want, Therefore, the only thing that can
be possessed by all is non-possession, not fo have anything whatsoever.
