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why Ahmed Patel won Gujarat Rajya Sabha polls but Congress lost on many fronts
Congress president's political secretary Ahmed Patel won the Gujarat Rajva Sabha polls in a nail-
biting finish late yesterday night.Though the party is touting the result as a major victory and
defeat of the ruling BJP, in reality the sifuation may be exactly the opposite.Despite Ahmed Patel
winning his Rajya Sabha seat for the fifth consecutive term since 1993, the Congress has lost on
several fronts. His victory in fact exposes Congress' vulnerability and the tough times if is going
to face in future. Congress has lost more than one-fourth of its MLAs in the last fortnight. Till July
26, it had 57 MLAs in the Gujarat Assembly. However, six of them resigned in the next two days
bringing down the party's strength to 31.0f these 51, Ahmed Patel garnered the support of 42
ML As, losing the support of nine more party legislators, By the end of the Rajya Sabha polls, the
party tost the suppert of 15 MLAs Although Patel managed fo win the election, it was on sheer
technical grounds. Had two Congress MLAs who indulged in cross voting not shown their slips
to unauthorised persons, the matter would not have reached the Election Comunission's daor. In
that case, Ahmed Patel would have lost the election.Ahmed Patel gamered 44 votes to register
victory. The two other votes which he got belonged to other parties - one each of the NCP and
ID(U). Had JD{U) MECA Chhotu Vasava not defied the party whip and indulged in cross-voting,
the game was over for Ahmed Patel. NCP is also making Congress realise that the latter owes
Ahmed Patel's victory to it.Congress did not just lose the support of MLAs in terms of numbers
but alse with regard to their influence in the state politics. Among the 15 MLAs who did not
support the party included veteran leader Shankersinh Vaghela and BJP's third Rajya Sabha
candidate Balwantsinh Rajput.While Vaghela was the leader of opposition in the Gujarat
Assembly, Rajput was the chief whip. Most of those who have deserted Congress are considered
to be Vaghela loyalists,
