The Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC), Sardar Patel University, Vallabh Vidyanagar, 
Gujarat has organized a University Research Scholars Meet (SPURSM-2022) during 27-

th
28  August 2022 as a part of Azadi Ka Amritmahostav. This  meet is very unique and first of 
its kind in nature and intended to create a multidisciplinary exposure to the research 
students  on a single platform where the students from two different major disciplines of 
Science and Applied Science on one end, Humanities, Social Sciences (Both basic and 
applied aspects) on the other. The meet provided ample opportunities to the research 
scholars for sharing the ideas and possibilities of working across the cross cutting topics. 
The meet is intended to lay a strong foundation for the implementation of NEP-20 in the 
university. Few Young faculty were invited for the participation so that they go home with 
the new and emerging trends in the multidisciplinary  aspects of research  for initiating their 
own work at the university. Plenary sessions and invited talks by eminent persons were 
conducted on a single platform. The presentations by the students were divided into six 

parallel sessions covering the broad disciplines of Sciences, Humanities and Social 
Sciences in each of the sessions. 

The two day meet started with an inaugural session. Dr. N. V. Sastry, Advisor (Honorary) 
and co-chair of the meet  has welcomed the participants. Dr. Sastry explained the 
objectives of the meet and emphasized the need to share, exchange, learn and unlearn  
various issues, concepts and themes that  flow and cut across the borders of the different 
disciplines of researches. He has also stressed on the skills and knowledge required in this 
Industry 4.0 era to deal with the  application of information  and  communication 
technologies and knowledge economy and society. He has listed some of the themes for 
the participants to thing and initiate research work in network connections, automation, 
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Science and Applied Science on one end, Humanities, Social Sciences (Both basic and 
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Sciences in each of the sessions. 
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machine learning and prediction, smart drugs and factories, smart cities and processes, 
digitalization, efficient working and planning, tackling global economic and social issues, 
food security, agrarian distress and reforms, malnutrition, universal health care, 
environment, climate change, smart materials, sustainable growth and development etc. 
Dr. A. H. Hasmani, Coordinator, IQAC has introduced the guests. The souvenir consisting 
of all the abstracts brought out specially on the occasion was released by the distinguished 
guest on the dais.  The Meet was formally inaugurated by Padma Shri Dr. M. H. Mehta,  
Chairman of National Working Group of Eco Agriculture – ICFA and the President – The 
Science Ashram and Chairman – Gujarat Life Sciences with an address on  Coming 
Challenges of organization and Management of  R & D Teams and Institutions. Dr. Mehta 
joined the meet online. He has discussed about the challenges being faced to manage, run 
and administer the R & D institutes in the context of multidisciplinary research teams. Dr. 
Mehta felt and proposed a combination of skilled scientists, efficient administration and 
leadership at the highest level to achieve the desired results and the success. He has 
sighted the significant success and results obtained in the realms of atomic energy, green 
and white revolutions, telecom and IT sectors.  Padma Shri Mehta took a particular 
example of chemical sector for several reasons namely, it is most intriguing, dynamic and 
fast changing.  Its growth rate is high, the rate of obsolescence is high and it has always 
offered challenges and opportunities to mankind.  Also the chemical industry is not only 
capital intensive, but is also highly technology intensive and the chief gradient, which goes 
in to this has been R&D efforts.  Dr Mehta stressed on the important need of taking the 
international trends and globalization of R&D sectors and develop organizational and 
management hierarchy of  R&D centers. The session ended with a vote of thanks by Prof. 
Kirit N Lad, Co-coordinator, IQAC.

All the research students attended the common plenary sessions in which eminent 
academicians cum personalities were invited to address them.  Dr. Harish Padh,  Former 
Vice-Chancellor, Sardar Patel University has delivered plenary  talk titled Knowledge 
Management and Its Future. Dr Padh  felt that perhaps the most important achievement of 
mankind is to create, manage and utilize knowledge for its survival, welfare, and prosperity. 
The prime objective of any Ph.D. program is to train young minds in the creation of new 
knowledge and its management. He suggested the need to understand the process of 
knowledge accumulation in ancient times and how it has been altered with the advent of 
science in the past 2-3 centuries, and how the knowledge domain has taken an 
astronomical expansion. He emphasized that with the tremendous expansion of human 
knowledge, it was inadvertent to develop specializations in several areas, which has 
become perhaps the most important handicap in today's research. Education in India is 
particularly entrenched in this compartmentalized education, and the big picture and 
interrelations between various discipline shave become completely obscure, affecting 
India's performance in the manufacturing sector as well as in R & D. He further has 
illustrated with examples the importance of an urgent need to reorient our educational 
curricula in a way to make and orient our youngsters for the challenges of the future 

through an interdisciplinary approach with multi-disciplinary team work. 

“An Impetus for Quality Research” was the titled talk by Prof. Dr. Rama Shanker Dubey, 
Vice Chancellor, Central University of Gujarat, Gandhinagar. The summary of the talk is as 
follows: The Higher Educational Institutions (HEIs) are centers for creation of knowledge 
and knowledge creation is an outcome of research. Research is also very important in HEIs 
to enhance quality of education imparted to the students. Societal challenges of our 
country at local, national and global level can only be addressed by having a strong and 
vibrant research ecosystem with an emphasis on quality research, innovation, and 
technology development. The integration of Research, Innovation and Technology 
Development can serve as the foundation of Atma-Nirbhar Bharat (Self-reliant India). 
Therefore, it is essential to conduct need-based quality research in all disciplines of 
knowledge like science, humanities, social sciences and others, so that this knowledge 
can help in contributing to strengthen the overall development of the nation. National 
Education Policy (NEP)-2020 also strongly emphasizes the need for enhancing quality 
research in HEIs. A careful selection of a research topic is very important for a student who 
plans to undertake research. It is always essential that a research problem which is taken 
as topic for research must be of relevance in addressing the problems of the society and it 
can add substantially to the existing knowledge. For this purpose, it is important to have in 
depth survey of the existing literature and then to formulate a hypothesis identifying gaps in 
the areas, which can be addressed through research. The objectives of any research 
proposal must be very specific and outcome based, in terms of measurable parameters. 
The Research Methodology followed to execute research should conform to the well laid 
standard protocols and procedures. Only nationally and internationally well accepted 
protocols will lead to quality output. Materials and reagents used in scientific research must 
have standard grades. Sample size in field/laboratory experiments is very important. Data 
generated out of research has to be statistically well analyzed. Various statistical 
packages/softwares are available for analysis of data and preparation of Tables and 
graphical representations depending on requirements. Outcome of research be published 
in well reputed peer-reviewed journals with good impact factor. A researcher is expected to 
follow certain ethical parameters while x conducting research and publishing data. 
Processes, products, technologies developed out of the research work need to be 
patented in order to protect the intellectual property. A quality research publication is rated 
in terms of the impact factor of the journal in which it is published and the number of 
citations the article is attracting.

Dr. Rameshchandra G Kothari Former Vice Chancellor, V N South Gujarat University, 
Surat has delivered a talk on “Quality of Research in Higher Education” The summary of 
the talk is as follows: There is no standard definition of quality and therefore there is no 
single yardstick for assessing the quality of research across all disciplines, regions and 
culture. Thus, in research, the quality will remain an opinion only. To understand the 
concept of quality one should try to understand following three major purposes of research.

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They are: 

- To solve problems in the field (Education, Society, or in your related area)

- To generate knowledge

- To establish the relationship among the variables In this presentation author has 
tried to examine quality with reference to following three factors:  Functions/roles of 
research, Ethical principles of research, The process of conducting research

“DOs and DON'Ts of Quality Doctoral Research” was the title of the talk by Dr. A. C. 
Brahmbhatt, Research Mentor, Pandit Dindayal Energy University (PDEU), Gandhinagar. 
His talk sums up the following:  When the economies world over are being transformed into 
knowledge economies, the universities in the country have a crucial role to play to bring a 
visible change in the research landscape of the country. The onus lies on the researchers 
and especially on those who are engaged in doctoral research. The doctoral research, to 
make a significant contribution has got to be the quality research maintaining high quality 
standards in whatever discipline you are pursuing the doctorate –be it social sciences, 
physical sciences, humanities, business management, commerce etc. If you have a 
casual or peripheral approach to research and do not have passion, grit and determination 
required to pursue the research, the quality would be compromised. The certain Dos and 
Don'ts that would be described in this session would probably help you to keep you 
constantly cautious to stick to high quality standards of research. In the entire research 
process that begins from the first step of defining research problem and ending with the last 
step of effectively communicating the research findings in terms of research report, we 
travel through different phases. Every phase call for a scientific approach and compliance 
with the quality standards associated with that phase. You would begin the doctoral 
research journey by doing comprehensive literature review in your respective domain. It 
should be right, relevant and recent capable enough to help identify the research gap. The 
research gap would lead you to formulate the research problem, (and not the symptoms of 
the problem) that can be further split into a few research questions. The research questions 
are in a way, your research objectives. Every chapter of your thesis should attempt to 
address these research questions sequentially. Like any other discipline, right in the 
beginning you should be familiar with the research terminology—the lingua franca of 
research; the terms like concept, construct. proposition, hypothesis, theory, model, 
operational definition etc. Then researcher has to decide which research design she/he 
would adopt—would it be Exploratory, Descriptive or Diagnostic, Causal or Experimental; 
and if they are not adequate, would it be Mixed method. Would it be purely qualitative or 
both the xv qualitative and quantitative? Or would it be Action research? The choice of the 
research design depends on different philosophical world views like post- positivist, 
interpretive, pragmatic, participatory etc. In the descriptive studies, the scientifically 
designed questionnaire is a powerful research instrument capable of garnering the desired 
data. Most of the studies in social sciences and business management disciplines are 
sampling studies wherein the researchers have to adopt an appropriate sampling design 

–an appropriate sampling method and appropriate sample size. Accordingly, they reach 
out the respondents and collect data from them. At the crucial stage of data analysis, the 
researchers have to be extremely careful in selecting the appropriate data analytical tools 
and techniques. They could be univariate, bivariate and multivariate techniques. There are 
techniques useful for analysis of dependence such as ANOVA, multiple regression 
analysis, discriminant analysis, conjoint analysis, Structural Equation Modeling (SEM) 
etc.; whereas there are techniques used for analyzing the interdependence amongst 
variables under study such as Factor analysis, Cluster analysis, Multidimensional Scaling 
(MDS)etc. There are associative analysis techniques like Chi- square analysis, 
Correspondence analysis etc. The choice of the techniques depends on the objectives of 
the study and on the types of scale on which the variables under study are measured. The 
conclusions arrived at on the basis of analysis are to be persuasively communicated in 
terms of a report. Such conclusions must lead to several managerial implications. Such a 
quality doctoral research is bound to be an actionable research. 

Dr. Sanjay Kumar Mangla, Faculty Member, EDII, Ahmedabad delivered a talk titled 
“Multidisciplinary Dimensions of Research on Sustainable Growth and Development”. The 
summary of the talk is as follows:  Research on any issue is expected to solve some real 
problems of human kind where the problem itself has multi-dimensions/aspects such as 
social, economic, political, legal, and scientific and many more. Therefore, a problem to be 
solved should be studied from different angles which generates the concept of 
'multidisciplinary dimensions of research'. Social scientists and public policy makers from 
academia, industry, research institutions, governments, and national / regional / 
international organizations are involved to develop solutions for achieving 'sustainable 
growth and development' worldwide. Sustainable development is development that meets 
the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet 
their own needs. 'Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)' set as a target to be achieved 
by 2030 by the United Nations laid guidelines and multidisciplinary dimensions of research 
areas to be worked upon for realizing 'sustainable growth and development'. Some of the 
problem areas under sustainable growth and development, and multidisciplinary aspects 
of research are  Poverty, Hunger / Food Security, Health, Education, Inequality,  Water & 
Sanitation, Energy, Jobs / Employment, Innovation, Infra., Entrepreneurship, Urban 
Development, Consumption,  Climate, Life below water & on land, Peace, Security, Justice 
and Collaborations etc.  

The high light of the meet was the paper presentations by the research scholars in oral and 
poster sessions in a mixed and hybrid mode as far as the subjects are concerned.  The 
number of the oral presentations subject wise are: Biosciences: 05, Chemistry: 14, 
Computer Science and Technology: 07, Electronics: 01, Materials Science: 01, 
Mathematics: 09, Physics: 07, Statistics: 01, Interdisciplinary Studies in Science and 
Technology: 01, Pharmaceutical Science: 01, Business Studies: 06, Business 
Management: 04, Education: 04, English: 06, Economics: 09, Gujarati: 27,  Hindi: 07, 
History: 02, Library and Information Science: 04, Political science: 01, Psychology: 17, 
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Sanskrit: 14, Social Work: 03, Sociology: 05, Education: 04, Law: 09. A total 64 posters in 
the above subjects were also presented in a single session. 

The last session of the meet included a valedictory function presided over by the Hon. Offg. 
Vice Chancellor Prof. Dr. N. P. Patel. The summary of the meet was presented. The 
organizers awarded three prizes for best oral presentations in each of the sections.
