He made a lecture
tour of Zambia and Kenya in 1980, acted as a
Resource Person in the Twelfth World
Conference of International Council of
Correspondence Education Vancouver, Canada
in 1982, and delivered scholarly lectures in
academic institutions in the UK, USA, Japan
and Thailand. He was a consultant to Asian
Development Bank (Manila) for education in
Bangladesh in 1984-85, and went to Arizona
State University, Tempe (USA) on an invitation
in 1985 as Visiting Professor.

Founder of Panchasheel, a Youth Movement in
Gujarat, Dr Shah writes lyrical essays, poetry,
novels in Gujarati, and has published many
works on literature and education. He was
awarded Ranjitram Chandrak, the highest
honour in Gujarati literature in 1997. Currently,
he spends his time in reading, writing,
reflecting and self-actualizing.
