ICT Policy

Preamble:

Ever increasing application of Information and Communications Technology is a
welcome change being experienced for the past several years. ICT enhances
productivity, improves the work life of personnel and offers a better way of functioning
to University Management, Staff and Students. With the growth, the complexities have
also increased and this offers many challenges. These challenges may severely
impact the university’s brand image and may involve significant social, legal and

financial implications.

Therefore Sardar Patel University has formulated a comprehensive ICT Policy to be
implemented across entire University. ICT policy covers the crucial aspects of ICT

infrastructure management like procurement, maintenance, right-off etc. of ICT tools.

ICT infrastructure comprises of hardware, system and application software and
communications infrastructure. Hardware comprises of various items that are used by
the end users as well as the items that are used to support the use of ICT by the end
users. For example, Servers, Desktops, Laptops, Mobile Phones, Printers, Scanners,
UPSs, Network Switches etc. System Software comprises of software that make the
system functional and constitute an integral part of the system. For example,
Operating System and common applications like E-Mail Client can be considered to
be a Application Software. System Software such as Windows are proprietary, and
system software such as Linux are available in public domain. Application Software

such as MS-Office, MS Outlook etc are proprietary whereas Thunderbird E-Mail, Open



Office Suite etc. are Open Source Software. ICT based Communications — wired and
wireless, both within the University as well as outside the University. It comprises of
Cables, Junction Boxes, Switches, Modems, Routers, Access Points and similar

networking equipment.

The university shall ensure the connecting the entire university main as well as satellite
campuses through fiber-optic and radio link as per requirement. Moreover, various
departments/sections of the university are allowed to have their own internal LANs

also, to meet their own requirements.

The university shall constitute a Technical Committee consisting of experts with
domain and technical knowledge. The Technical Committee would be responsible for:
e Deciding the configurations (Technical Specifications) of computers, Servers
and peripherals as and when demand for purchase is received from various
departments and sections.
e Scrutinizing the specifications received from various vendors after using GeM,
e-tendering or quotations.
Each department shall have to make a proposal of their ICT infrastructure
requirements and submit the same to Technical Committee for study and approval for
further process.

IT CELL:

The university shall constitute an IT Cell for the purpose of assisting the university in
updating and modernizing ICT facilities. The cell also advise and help formulate the
methodology for effective implementation of online admission, online teaching and

online examination.
University Computer Centre (UCC):
The UCC shall help the university in establishing the campus-wide computer network

using a fibre optic backbone with required speed. UCC is also responsible for assisting

in:



Establishment and maintenance of Local Area Network in Departmental
Laboratories.

Establishment and maintenance of network between the departments and the
Computer Centre.

Providing radio links to the satellite campuses of the University.
Implementation of university management system

Compiling the marks, result preparation and mark sheet generation.

Preparing payroll

The UCC shall arrange and maintain Internet services to all the departments,

administrative sections and hostels of the university. UCC also manage and update

university website after receiving the inputs from various departments and sections.

The UCC shall be responsible to keep the network clean through various softwares on

regular basis to avoid computer crash and viruses.

ICT policies for procurement, maintenance and security at Sardar
Patel University:

Technical Expert committee shall ensure the required technical specifications
and help choose a proper brand and vendor along with negotiated terms and
conditions for service, guarantee and warrantee as per state and central
government policies.

The university shall ensure the annual or comprehensive maintenance contract
for various ICT facilities in the campus form time to time.

The maintenance of hardware of ICT facilities shall be in two parts. The
preliminary repair is looked after by University Scientific and Instrumentation
Centre (USIC). In case, if it is a major one, USIC arranges for third party service.

The UCC shall have sole responsibility for the security of ICT services.
